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was appalled to read that a mother giraffe kicks the baby giraffe, no sooner than it is

born, sending it tumbling head over heels. And as the baby giraffe tries to stand up again,
the mother kicks it again and again till it becomes unbearable. Soon the logic behind the
seemingly cruel maternal act became apparent. She was wasting no time in teaching her
young one to get up and sprint on its small wobbly legs so that it can protect itself from
the lions, hyenas, and hunting dogs that would come to eat its soft and supple flesh. What
appeared to be an act of cruelty is simply nature’s way of building resilience for survival.

Survival and problem-solving skills do not come naturally though we tend to believe they
do. The instincts are natural enough, but skills have to be cultivated and nurtured through
patience, practice and perseverance. Very often, especially in modern times, as parents and
mentors, we overlook the need to develop these skills and focus only on academics with its
sole notion of cramming information and scoring marks. The paradigm of education is also
content-based instead of being competency-based.

As a result, we are shocked when our children show up devastated, depressed and
disappointed. We are at a loss when they behave quite contradictory to our expectations.
Their sense of insecurity, inadequacy and incompetence to solve problems leave them
frustrated and incapable of tackling tricky and challenging situations. When life kicks them
about, they are confused and left high and dry. Unable to grapple with the situation, they
become aggressive, disoriented, discontented and demanding.

The other day, I was greatly pained to hear a mother's heart-wrenching confession.
Between sobs, she told me that her son beats and abuses her when he doesn't get his way or

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when she is unable to meet his never-ending demands. Her tear-swept eyes, and her silent
raging heart seemed to tell me, what we dread the most. "If demands are not met, however
unreasonable they are, children resort to violence or even worse.”

Why I wonder, can we not, like the mother giraffe teach our children to take kicks of life
constructively? Why is it that we cannot teach them to accept failures and disappointments
in their stride and move on? Where have we lost the values of compassion, tolerance and the
basic human grace of living and letting live?

Her silence broke my reverie, and I heard her faintly whisper,' "Its all my fault. I should
have known...All is lost. Life will never be the same again”

I remembered, Sheryl Sandberg, the COO of Facebook who too was struck with a
sudden and unexpected personal loss though of a different kind. She was all but shattered
till she learnt about the three Ps - personalisation, pervasiveness and permanence, that the
psychologist Martin Seligman holds as three keys to bounce back from hardships or any kind
of struggle.

As mentors and parents trying to grapple with toddler to teen challenges, the formula
of the three Ps can be of great aid.

Personalisation is the belief that we are at fault. It is different from taking the
responsibility which we should do. It is understanding the fact that certain things happen to
us not necessarily because of us. When students do not do well, teachers need to revisit their
methods for classes to excel. When children exhibit deviant or violent patterns of behaviour,
parents need to revisit their approach of upbringing. It is not playing the blame game or taking
the blame personally but getting past personalisation that will make us stronger and help us see
things brighter. Once the perspective becomes clear, it will allow us to recover and even thrive.

Pervasiveness is the belief that an event will shadow and affect all areas of our lives and
haunt us wherever we go. We fear hostility from our near and dear ones. We feel socially
ostracised and believe that all our life's struggles are in vain because our children have not
lived up to our expectations. As mentors, we would do well to know that there is no way we
can hide from the all-consuming sense of being let down. The only way out is to recognise and
tap on the other aspects of the issue, which are positive and promising.

The third P is permanence -it is a feeling that the suffering will last forever every time
we experience a loss or a blow. Every time we confront a deviant behaviour, we tend to
believe that we can never get over it, that the pain will last forever and that things will never
be the same again. But the fact is that nothing lasts forever and the most trying and hardest
moments will soon come to pass. Recognising that suffering is not permanent, makes the present
pain more bearable.

The present-day culture is more individual-oriented, capitalistic and utilitarian. It is a
culture where the virtual identity is more trending and has become a style statement. Real
people are replaced with online friends. Misguided notions of parenting, mentoring and peer
pressure add to the conundrum.

Skills of survival and happy living have to be implanted early in life to wean them back.
A little patience, perseverance and practice can help tackle these issues.

Let’s begin anew by going back to Nature, to the mother giraffe and learr} lessons in

nurturing and skilling.

OLYMPIAD EXAMINATION

As per the RTE Act, 2009 no collection of fee shall be made from children of classes
up to VIII and no fee shall be collected from the students of classes IX and X without
the permission of DPE. A circular has also been issued by DPE (N2/46388/2017/DPI),
stating that collecting fee for conducting scholarship examinations organized by private
organizations / agencies is illegal and unauthorized. Therefore, we have conducted SOF
examination with nominal registration fee and a competitive examination conducted by
Hindu group of publication with no registration fee.

A total of 206 students participated in various SOF Examinations in the academic
year 2019-20.

Out of 72 students who participated in the Mathematics Olympiad, 3 students were
selected for the 2™ level exam, 2 students secured medals of distinction, 5 students bagged
gold medals, 2 got silver medals and 2 received bronze medals.

Out of the 41 students who participated in the English Olympiad, 2 students were
selected for the 2nd level exam, 4 students secured gold medals, 2 got silver medals and 2
students received bronze medals.

Out of the 48 students who participated in the Science Olympiad, 3 students were
selected for the 2nd level exam, 1 student got a medal of distinction, 5 students got gold
medals, 2 students received silver medals and 2 bagged bronze medals.

35 students appeared for the General Knowledge Olympiad. Out of them , 1 student
got a medal of distinction and 3 students secured Gold medals.
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The results of Computer Olympiad is awaited.
The following activities were organized by the Quiz Club for the academic year 2019-20.

1. 'The students participated in Aqua Regia Science Quiz , School Super League and
St. Thomas Arena Quiz 2019.

2. A team of 2 students, M Lekshmi Nair and AleenaHarison secured the fourth position
in Prof. BrahmPrakash Materials Quiz, 2019.

CLUB ACTIVITIES

The main objectives of the Club Activities are to inculcate Creative Talents, Scientific
temper, Team spirit, Original thinking and Reasoning Power among students. The club
activities are planned and organized in such a way that every student of the school gets
enrolled in one of the clubs of his / her choice. A club period is earmarked for the club
activities every week.

In order to inculcate the technical skills among the students, the school has introduced
Robotics Club in collaboration with My Robo organisation. Around 50 students from
classes 4 to 9 have enrolled for the club and got equipped at various levels. On Children’s
Day 12 students from the club presented their robots like Semi Autonomous Robot,
Sound Sensor, MOSO Robot, Line Follower etc. All the enrolled students have successfully
completed the course.

CO CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

By providing a conductive and encouraging environment the students are mentored
and motivated to participate in the co-curricular activities. All the students are divided into
four Houses namely Subhash, Tagore, Ashok and Raman. The competitions are conducted
for individual items as well as group items separately for the 3 categories Primary, Secondary
and Senior Secondary. The Overall Championship for CCA 2019-20 goes to Tagore House
with 277 Points. Raman House and Ashok House secured Second and Third Positions with
270 and 262 points respectively. Subhash house secured 188 points and comes to the fourth
position.

EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

The students of VSSC Central School got an opportunity to perform various
programmes in Akashavani, Thiruvananthapuram.

A Study Trip to
State Soil Museum

he state of Kerala is blessed with abundant natural resources and salubrious

climate. Soil is the environment engine room where dead plants, animal tissues
and other organic matters are decomposed to provide nutrients for the growth of new
life. Healthy soil is very important for human health because the soil quality affects
our general health. Kerala Soil Museum is a museum on the premises of Central Soil
Analytical Laboratory at Parottukonam, Thiruvananthapuram District, in the Indian
state of Kerala. The museum displays the diverse types of soil in the state. This Museum
is the first of its kind in the world with the largest collection of soil monoliths and
display material.

She grew up near
Thumba Rocket Launching Station and says her fascination with rockets and missiles
began then.

Tessy Thomas studied in St. Michael's Higher Secondary School and St. Joseph’s
Girl's Higher Secondary School in Alleppey (Alappzuha). She had a natural flair for
mathematics and physics. She scored one hundred percent in mathematics during her
11th and 12th years in school. In the same years she had also scored more than ninety
five percent in science. She graduated in engineering from GEC Trissur and went on to
do her M.Tech in guided missiles from Defence Institute of Advanced Technology.

Dr. Tessy was the Associate Project Director of the 3,000 km range Agni-IIT Missile
Project. She was also the Project Director for Mission Agni IV, which was successfully
tested in 2011.
